NOTE 1: Full compliance with NFPA 70E was adopted by BNL. NFPA 70E prescribes protective clothing to protect against shock and arc blast; thus reducing the severity and likelihood of an injury. It also prescribes training, which is

currently fulfilled by taking the Electrical Safety 1 and by attending the C-AD 3-hour classroom course on electrical safety rules and PPE.
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
